Utilities Application Release Memo

The following modifications and enhancements were made to the Utilities application: 
Local List Tab
· Users may not enter an EEO-1 Unit number if no EEO-1 HDQ number exists.  Unit numbers are only available under their respective HDQ designations.  SCR #4679 

· Users will not be allowed to edit or delete an NAICS (North American Industrial Code System) number if the EEO-1 Unit number for that employer site exists.  This policy is the same as in the application on the respondent tab.  SCR #5245

· A column showing the last maintained date for local list entries has been added to allow users to know when that record was last updated.  SCR #4971

· As with the Respondent tab on the charge record, users now have the option to check the Census website for the NAICS code that best fits the local list entry if not already linked from EEO-1 data.  SCR #4848

· After applying a record to the local list from a search in the “Respondent” information already recorded into a New Inquiry or Charge, when the use returned to the charge/new inquiry to modify a field, it would freeze the application causing the user to have to close the browser.  This has been corrected.  SCR #5208

Staff Tab
· FEPA offices have a standard BRIO (Hyperion) account for each office which allows them access to the Hyperion reporting system.  These accounts are listed as UserXXX (XXX=office code).  These 
accounts are now set to not allow users to delete or request an IMS Oracle ID for them.  SCR #4784

No leading wildcards will be allowed when searching for a staff member.  SCR #4030

When the ‘Clear’ button is selected, the ‘OK’ button will become inactive and the ‘name’ & ‘office’ fields will clear.  SCR #4030

During add/modify of a staff record, the ‘Apply’ button will remain inactive until all required fields are filled.  SCR #4030

Security Tab
· If a user has been previously added and an Oracle ID has been issued with limited levels to only 1 or 2 applications (i.e. Private or Federal Hearings) and now the user needs to have expanded roles not originally requested when their Oracle ID was requested, the system will automatically grant those role/rights as the users security levels are modified.  In the past, after the rights were set, Field offices had to contact OIT to request the proper roles/rights be granted to that user.  SCR #5302

· Tab order, tool tips and hint notes have all been corrected and functioning properly.  SCR #4034

Office Tab
· In some instances where there was no active staff for a FEPA office, an error would occur while attempting to modify an office record for that FEPA.  This has been corrected.  SCR #5258

· ADR Coordinator Section fields – Name, Title & Phone number are now protected and are set from the staff record.  SCR #4030

· The ‘OK’ button has been corrected to become active when fields are present.  SCR #4030

FEPA SBI Tab
· The ‘Apply’ button will not become active anytime the status/basis/issues or obsolete box are modified.  The “Do you want so save changes?” will no longer appear.  SCR #4031

Form & Letter TemplateTab
· Cosmetically, on the “Map Template” form, the Template name has been bolded and the Application name has been made consistent.  SCR #4035

Form & Letter Group Tab
· Cosmetically, the “F/L Name” heading has been properly aligned.  SCR #4035

Delegates menu
· During some times of use, when the users would select the “Delegate” menu option while in Utilities/Maintenance, the application would freeze and force the user to close the browser, this has now been corrected.   SCR #5010

Systemic Menu
· On the List tab, the “Systemic Subject Title” column sort button has been corrected to properly sort items in alphabetic order.  SCR #5011
